




















The flagship Kivikylan production facility and del

counter are located in the Lappi municipality of the
Satakunta region in Finland.

Situated alongside the beauty of a protected bird wetland
area, Lake Saarnijarvi, and nearby Sammallahdenmaki, a site
of stone Cairns from the Bronze Age, Kivikylan offers visitors
a firsthand submersion into the rich woodland, lakes and
historical culture of Finland. The main products produced at
this location include smoked meat and packaged meat
products of beef, pork and chicken. There is a deli meat

& counter and lunch dining area where visitors ¢ an enjoy
Kivikylan products during lunch hours. Meals are prepared
and served daily by the friendly staff.

Sammallahdenmaki is an easy walk from the Kivikylan
parking lot . Itis located just kilometers from the Lappi
factory location. There is a dirt road behind the factory that
directs traffic to a small lot beside the welcome center.
Guests are provided with- a guide book available in multiple
languages that provide s historical information on this burial
site from the Bronze Age. There are restroom facilities and
dirt paths. It is advised to wear comfortable sho es. A picnic
lunch can be purchased at the Kivikyl an deli counter.

The Burial Cairns were first found in excavations that took
place in 1891. There are nearly forty stone Cairns on the
shoreline by Lake Saarnijarvi. The most commonly visited
Cairns are the “Ch urch Floor” and the “Long Ruin of Hui Iu”,
“ which is seen pictured left . The Cairns are burial

. monuments that were erected during the Bronze Age.

Bones, pottery and jewelry are some of the artifacts that
were found within the Cairns. It is free to visit the site and a
guided tour can be arranged for a fee . This monument was
added to the UNESCO World Heritage list in 1999.

Deer, elk, fox, jackrabbits and squirrel are just some o  fthe
wildlife that can be seen in the Satakunta region. Lake
Saarnijarvi is one area that is great for bird watching. Many
native species can be seen such as duck, swan and geese . It
is advised to stay a reasonable distance away if you see elk

in the wild because this breed of animal is unpredictable

and quite large in stature. It startles easily so if you see an

elk try to take a photograph from a safe distance before it
sneaks back to the forest. They are most active in the dusk
hours.
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
